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Corpn identifies 363 illegal sewage lines, 217 plugged

CHENNAI corporation has 
identified 363 illegal sewage 
connections across the 15 zones 
and closed 217 of  them since 
April 1.

A total of  `1.10 lakh fine was 
collected from the violators. 
The number will increase as all 

assistant engineers and junior 
engineers have been asked to 
continue the drive against 
those who connect sewer to 
stormwater drains, said Corpo-
ration Commissioner Gagan-
deep Singh Bedi.

According to the civic body, 
`35,000 was collected as fines in 
zone 7, ̀ 30,000 in zone 9, ̀ 34,000 
in zone 10, ̀ 2,000 in zone 14 and 

`9,000 in zone 14. “Officials are 
collecting fines from other 
zones and have sent notices to 
violators,” said an official.

Plastic seized
Meanwhile, the corporation 
has seized more than 15,000 
tonnes of  banned plastic and 
levied ̀ 24.75 lakh as fines since 
April. The State has banned 14 

types of  single-use plastics.
From April, officials con-

ducted raids in 35,635 commer-
cial establishments and seized 
15,029 tonnes of  banned plastic. 
A total of  7,221 kg of  plastic 
was seized from Royapuram 
zone, 2,431 kg from Anna Nagar 
zone,  1,494 kg from Ko-
dambakkam zone and 1,076 kg 
from Teynampet.

Velachery-Mount MRTS line by year-end

FINALLY some good news for 
the residents of  Adambakkam, 
Madipakkam, Vanuvampet, 
and Thillai Ganga Nagar. The 
construction of  long-delayed 
Velachery-St Thomas Mount 
MRTS line is likely be complet-
ed by the end of  the year, say 
Southern Railway officials.

The 5-km MRTS extension 
project has three new stations 
including Puzhithivakkam, Ad-
ambakkam, and St Thomas 
Mount. “A legal row over 431 sq 
m of  land for the phase II exten-
sion project was the major rea-
son for delay. The issue has now 
been resolved and pending land 
acquisition of  50 m will be com-
pleted soon,” said an official.

The project was initially un-
dertaken at an estimated cost 
of  `495.74 crore, but has now 
escalated to `734.01 crore. This 
is because of  a change in de-
sign due to acquisition issues.

Once operational, residents 
of  the southern part of  the city 
will get easy access to Beach, 
Mylapore, Koyambedu, airport 
and other areas through inter-
modal transport. “St Thomas 

Mount station will be in inte-
gration with suburban, metro, 
and bus stops. Puzhuthivakka-
mand  Adambakkam will be 
standalone stations. Commer-
cial development of  stations 
depends on patronage and pri-
vate partners’ interest,” said 
the official.

Residents of  nearby areas 
say they need respite from the 
traffic diversions in place due 
to the construction. “Vehicles 
are forced to take a roundabout 
of  at least one km in several 
stretches along the Jawaharlal 
Nehru Road as road-crossings 
are barricaded,” said R Vijay, a 
resident of  Adambakkam. The 
officials said the diversions 
will be revoked within a couple 
of  months.

Man ‘beaten to death’ at  
de-addiction centre, 7 held

A 48-year-old man was alleg-
edly beaten to death at a de-
addiction centre in Royapet-
tah on Monday and Anna 
Salai police arrested seven 
persons in connection with 
the murder.

The deceased M Raji from 
Ambedkar Nagar was an au-
tomobile mechanic, said the 
police. He was admitted to 
Madras Care Centre, a de-ad-
diction centre, since he was 
addicted to liquor. 

While he was discharged a 
few days ago, Raji’s wife 
Kala (47) found out that 
her husband had con-
sumed liquor and 
was lying on the 
roadside on Monday 
and informed the 
centre. 

“The de-addiction cen-
tre sent fellow inmates to pick 
up Raji. After reaching the 
centre, Raji created a ruckus 
and the inmates and staff  
overpowered him and at-
tacked him with wires and 
sticks. Raji, who became un-
conscious, was rushed to the 
Government Royapettah Hos-
pital, where he was declared 

brought dead,” said Bhaskar, 
Assistant Commissioner of  
Police, Triplicane.  

Kala lodged a complaint 
with Anna Salai police. Since 
inquiries confirmed the as-
sault, police registered a case 
of  murder and arrested seven 
suspects identified as E Yu-
varaj (26), D Selvamani (39), 

K Sathish (29), E Kesavan 
(42), M Saravanan (48), 

H Mohan (34) and H 
Parthasarathy (23). 
Police said Karthikey-
an, who runs the de-

addiction centre, is 
absconding with his 

wife, in whose name the 
centre has been registered. A 
hunt has been launched for 
the couple. 

The police moved the re-
maining 12 inmates to the In-
stitute of  Mental Health on 
Monday. Police said the cen-
tre has been functioning 
since 2022 and there were 20 
inmates.

Land part of 
lake: Woman 
dies by suicide

A 30-year-old woman alleg-
edly died by suicide on Mon-
day after she and her hus-
band received a notice from 
the Block Development Of-
ficer stating that their land 
was a lakebed.

The couple bought a piece 
of  land a couple of  years ago 
and started constructing a 
house by borrowing ̀ 4.5 lakh 
from relatives. Recently, they 
received a notice stating the 
property was a lakebed.

Allegedly the husband 
blamed her for compelling 
him to buy the land, after 
which the woman took the ex-
treme step. The police found 
a suicide note, in which she 
apologised to her husband.

Plea to modernise Kannagi Nagar crematorium

EVEN as the number of  fami-
lies at the resettlement site in 
Kannagi Nagar has increased 
to more than 20,000, the resi-
dents are still using a firewood 
crematorium that was built in 
2000, for 6,000 families.

The residents said they have 
been petitioning the officials to 
increase the area and convert it 
into an electric crematorium or 
gasifier for more than 15 
years.

According to residents, the 
crematorium was built in 2000 
after 6,000 families from slums 
were resettled in Kannagi Na-
gar. In 2004, another 9,000 fami-
lies, including those affected by 
tsunami, were shifted there 
while 8,000 families were allot-
ted houses in nearby Ezhil Na-
gar in 2013. “There are more 
than 23,000 families in Kannagi 
Nagar and Ezhil Nagar, who 

use the crematorium. On an av-
erage, at least 50 cremations 
take place at the facility every 
month,” said Anbarasi, a 
resident.

“I live near the crematorium. 
Bodies are not cremated prop-
erly and once a month, they 

burn all the remains. This gen-
erates a lot of  smoke, making it 
difficult for us to stay inside the 
house. There is no place to bury 
the bodies inside the cremato-
rium as some families follow 
the tradition,” said J Mythili, 
who lives in the locality. 

The residents also alleged 
they are being forced to shell 
out more money. “Despite it be-
ing a corporation facility, we 
are made to pay anywhere be-
tween `10,000 to `12,000 for a 
cremation. As almost all of  us 
are daily wage labourers and it 
is difficult for us to pay the 
money. The authorities should 
take action on the issue,” said I 
Devika, another resident.

The condition of  burial 
ground for Muslims nearby is 
also not good.  

Ashwini Karuna, councillor 
of  ward 192, said she has sub-
mitted a petition to the corpo-
ration asking to modernise the 
crematorium. “The corpora-
tion said it would be be convert-
ed into an LPG gasifier. The col-
lection of  money is a common 
problem in all crematoriums 
and several councillors have 
raised the issue. I have also 
mentioned it in my petition,” 
she said.
